- Allow lamp/luminaire/driver to cool before handling.

- Never connect components under load.

- Do NOT mount or support these fixtures in a manner that can cut the outer jacket or damage wire insulation.

- Do NOT restrict fixture ventilation. Allow for some volume of air space around fixture. Avoid covering LED fixtures with insulation,
foam, or other material that will prevent convection or conduction cooling.

**CLEANING INSTRUCTIONS**

- It will occasionally be necessary to clean the outside of the lens. Frequency of cleaning will depend on ambient dirt level and
minimum light output which is acceptable to the user.

- Lens should be wiped with a DAMP cloth with a solution of warm water and a mild, non-abrasive household detergent. Dry with
soft, dry cloth.

- Do NOT use chemical cleaners such as powder cleansers, bleach, etc.

- Do NOT use scouring pads, as this will scratch and damage the lens finish.

- Do NOT wipe with a soiled cloth or wet towel - these may leave a residue that can damage finish.

- Do NOT pressure wash or hose down luminaire or driver.

- Do NOT immerse in water.
