1. Remove the fixture from the box and check it to make sure the label and parameters

match, if the fixture is damaged, do not install it.

2. Cut a 4-inch round hole in the canopy deck. 18 f
3. Align luminaire with the 4-inch round hole (the conduit entry at the back of the luminare 4xST4.8 Drilling screws /
should be positioned at the center of the 4-inch round hole).Use provided four (ST 4.8) with tapping screw thread

self-drilling screws to attach luminaire to canopy deck.

1. Remove the fixture from the box and check it to make sure the label and parameters

match, if the fixture is damaged, do not install it.
2. Cut a 4-inch round hole in the canopy deck.
3. Pull the cable out of the 4-inch round hole and complete the wiring according to the

wiring diagram.
4. Align luminaire with the 4-inch round hole (the conduit entry at the back of the luminare

should be positioned at the center of the 4-inch round hole).Use provided four (ST 4.8)
self-drilling screws to attach luminaire to canopy deck. 4xST4.8 Drilling screws m

Single top deck (Figure 4 — Figure 5— Figure 6):

1. Remove the fixture from the box and check it to make sure the label and parameters match, if the fixture is damaged, do not install it.

2. Remove the fixture kit that needs to be replaced from the existing canopy deck.

3. Align luminaire with the 4-inch round hole (the conduit entry at the back of the luminare should be positioned at the center of the 4-inch round hole).
Use provided four (ST 4.8) self-drilling screws to attach luminaire to cover panel.

4. Place the mounting plate on the canopy deck, make sure the four screws(around the conduit entry) through out four holes on this plate, and turn the
mounting plate then fasten the four screws.

5. Feed the power cables through the provided 3/4" conduit, screw conduit into the conduit entry on back of luminaire and torque to ensure seal.

6. Use two (2) conduit nuts to assemble wet location rated provided junction box and knock down the corresponding hole on the junction box according
to the actual wiring steel pipe size.




7. Use waterproof glue between the cover panel and the canopy deck for sealing treatment and use the provided four (ST 6.3) self-drilling screws to fix
the cover panel on the canopy deck (the original opening shall not be exposed).

8. Complete the wiring according to the wiring diagram.

9. All mounting holes that penetrate the canopy deck and the conduit entry at the back of the luminaire must be sealed with waterproof glue.
